GENERAL RULES

Some rules to safeguard the safety of all concerned. Please read these
rules and abide by them.

1. NO campfires will be permitted on the campground (area is very dry) except at the
central fire pit.

2. All certified animals (YOU MUST SHOW YOUR CERTIFICATION OF YOUR ANIMAL) (NON-
CERTIFIED ANIMALS WILL NOT BE PREMITTED ON THE CAMPGROUNDS) must be on a leash at all
times. Owners must clean up after their animals.

3. Please do not use any kind of three or four wheeled ATV’s on the campgrounds.

4. All bicycles must stay on the roads only. Do not use bicycles on walking trails.
5. NO trees on the campground may be cut down.

6. NO littering permitted, PLEASE! Trash cans will be provided throughout the
campgrounds.

7. NO illegal drugs, firearms, ammunition or fireworks, are permitted on the
campgrounds.

8. At the discretion of security, any intoxicated person will not be allowed to leave
the campground and will be asked to pay the next day’s fee.

9. NO swimming in the Santiam River. Children must be supervised by their parents on
the Santiam River banks. Use our nice swimming pool and be safe.

10. WDT and Camp Taloali will NOT be responsible for any damage, injuries, stolen
articles, personal property or damage to your personal property or any damage to
vehicles.

11. We do have bees on the campgrounds; their nests are mostly in the ground some in the
trees. So watch where you set up your tent or park your RV. Bring your own allergy
medication.

12. WDT will provide basic first aide supplies as needed. NO medications will be
provided. Bring your own medications and a first aid kit.

13. There is only one phone on the campgrounds and it is in the office and is to be used
only for emergencies. Contact registration or security if you have an emergency. If you
have to make a non-emergency phone call you will need to drive into Stayton to use a pay
phone.
